[bookmark: _GoBack]Things to consider telling your guests
· Free WIFI is available to our guests in the barn areas
· Barn is not heated or air conditioned.  For your comfort please check the forecast and come dressed appropriately.
· We do not have a nursing moms area.
· Some ceremonies are held outside in the grass and the barn floor downstairs in the reception area is grooved, so ladies may want to consider this when choosing what shoes to wear.
Restrooms:  
· We provide 2 indoor bathrooms that are handicap accessible, heated/air conditions.  These bathrooms are located to the left side of the top entrance of the barn.
· To avoid lines at the restroom, plan your run to the restroom during cocktail hour and dinner instead of immediately after the ceremony which tends to form long lines.
Smoking:  
· There are designated smoking areas, please advise guest there is NO SMOKING IN THE BARN.
· Any guests that repeatedly ignore our requests for them to use the designated smoking area will be ask to leave.
Parking:  
· Guest parking is behind the building with the double garage doors that will be in front of you as you drive by the barn.  
· The parking area and the walk to the barn is gravel.
· We suggest dropping off any guests by the barn before continuing to the parking area.
Handicap Parking:
· Handicap parking is located directly in front of the building with the double garage doors as you drive by the barn.
· We have a limited amount of handicap parking.
· This area is not paved
· If driver does not require a handicap parking space, we ask that they drop off any guests and proceed to the main parking area.
Handicap Accessibility to the barn:
· The top level and lower level of the barn have access to ground level walk out areas to provide easy access to either.
· There is a slight grade on pavement to walk around the barn to the back where the sidewalk connects the patio to the lower level.  This side walk can be found on the left side of the barn.
· Most of our handicap guest find it fairly easy to walk, however some may find it tiring. If that is the case please feel free to bring a wheel chair, etc and have a family member designated to escort them as needed throughout your stay.
Bridal Suite:
· Please inform your bridesmaids, groomsmen, hair and make up artist as well as the photographers and anyone else who may be coming in first thing on the day of your event:
*stop at the first willow tree as you come in the driveway to unload anything you may need to to go in the Bridal Suite.
*Bridal suite is located on the left side of the farm house.  Look for the sign on the willow tree  with an arrow pointing towards the entrance.
· Once your cars are unloaded we ask that everyone park their vehicles in the main parking area. 
· The bridal suite must be cleaned out before the ceremony starts.  Have a designated person/persons who will gather up everything to put back in cars about 1 hour before your start time.  
· Due to the fact that the parking area is a fairly far distance from the bridal suite this designated person may drive their car back up to the house in front of the garage  to load all the items.
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
